(PUNJAB INFOTECH)
AND
PUNJAB STATE BOARD OF TECHNICAL EDUCATION AND INDUSTRIAL TRAINING

For

JOINTLY INTRODUCING POST GRADUATE DIPLOMA IN COMPUTER APPLICATION (PGDCA)
COURSE AT AUTHORISED CAL-C CENTRES

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), entered into on 20" April 2010, is by and
between PUNJAB INFORMATION & COMMUNICATION TECHNOLOGY CORPORATION LIMITED
having its registered office at 5th - 6th Floor, Udyog Bhawan, 18- Himalaya Marg, Sector
17, Chandigarh (hereinafter referred to as “Punjab Infotech”) through its Executive
Director which expression shall unless repugnant to the subject, context or meaning
thereof be deemed to mean and include its successors and assigns of the FIRST PART.

The PUNJAB INFOTECH is an undertaking of Punjab Government, holding 1SO 9001:2008
certification, and is primarily engaged, inter alia, in the promotion of IT and ITES industry
in the State of Punjab.
AND

PUNJAB STATE BOARD OF TECHNICAL EDUCATION AND INDUSTRIAL TRAINING,
an autonomous statutory authority created under The Punjab State Board of Technical
Education & Industrial Training 1992 Act for regulating and controlling academic
standards in institutes of Technical Education and for making admissions & conducting
examinations in Polytechnics and Industrial Training Institutes located in the state of
Punjab and Chandigarh with its registered office at Plot No. 1, Sector 36A, Chandigarh
(hereinafter referred as “PSBTE”) through its Secretary which expression shall unless
repugnant to the subject, context or meaning thereof be deemed to mean and include its
successors and assigns of the SECOND PART.

The objective of this Memorandum of Understanding is to introduce, monitor, conduct
examination and certification jointly and to define the commitments and obligations of
the parties in their joint effort.

Collectively referred to as the “Parties”:
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[image: image2.jpg]Punjab Infotech is deeply involved in the initiatives of Human resource and skill
development, to meet the requirements of the IT and knowledge based industry.

Whereas the party of the First Part has approached the party of the Second Part to enter
into the present Memorandum of Understanding only to the extent of fac ilitating,
introduction, design of curriculum, delivery of contents, monitoring, holding examinations
and issue of certificates apart from the fact that both the above parties have felt the need
to introduce such course which will lead to enhanced employability and has agreed to ink
the present Memorandum of Understanding.

NOW, THEREFORE, in order to ensure that the discussions and evaluations between
parties regarding the potential business relationship that is sought, does not create any
confusion or misunderstandings, the following items represent points that require the
parties’ agreement and will facilitate these evaluations and discussions.

1. Basis of the MOU

1.1. PUNJAB INFOTECH and PUNJAB STATE BOARD OF TECHNICAL EDUCATION AND
INDUSTRIAL TRAINING understand the need for Technology skills in the
market and want to introduce the PGDCA course Jointly to meet the market’s
requirement of trained manpower in IT area.

1.2. PUNJAB INFOTECH and PUNJAB STATE BOARD OF TECHNICAL EDUCATION AND
INDUSTRIAL TRAINING understand and value each other's strengths and
limitations.

1.3. PUNJAB INFOTECH AND PUNJAB STATE BOARD OF TECHNICAL EDUCATION AND
INDUSTRIAL TRAINING are keen to take the Partnership forward in a way that
will benefit students of the party of the First Part pursuing career in
Information Technology.

3.1 PUNJAB INFOTECH’S Responsibilities

Punjab Infotech will facilitate in the following:

Punjab Infotech shall carry out the admission process to the course
and shall ensure the adherence to the eligibility norms of admission.
Punjab Infotech through its authorized CAL-C centres shall ensure
that the course is conducted as per the scheme provided by PSBTE
and the required numbers of classes are held.
Punjab Infotech shall maintain the attendance record of students.
Punjab Infotech would pay PSBTE a fee of Rs. 80,000/- per course for
design of curriculum and the same amount shall be payable to PSTBE
for revision of course curriculum as and when required.
Punjab Infotech shall provide inputs & feed back on the curriculum.
Punjab Infotech shall fix the course fee.
Collection of all types of fees and then depositing it to PSBTE would
be done by Punjab Infotech.
a) Punjab Infotech would pay Rs. 500/- per student as
registration fee to PSBTE
b) Punjab Infotech would charge Rs. 1,000 per student / per
semester as examination fee and Rs. 500/- per subject as re-
appear fee and deposit the same with PSBTE.
c) The power to revise above said fee shall be exclusively with
PSBTE
Course material shall be prepared and supplied by Punjab Infotech.
Punjab Infotech will depute invigilators, if required, at various
centers on request of PSBTE and remuneration to these invigilators
shall be paid by PSBTE.
Punjab Infotech shall provide the infrastructure for smooth conduct
of practical exams at the locations selected by PSBTE.
All the statuary approvals/permissions for running of the course shall
be sole responsibility of Punjab Infotech.
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PSTBE'S Responsibilities

The curriculum shall be primarily designed by PSBTE

PSBTE may carry out checks to oversee the deliverance of
curriculum.

PSBTE would register the students after enrolment by Punjab
Infotech at its authorized training centres.

PSBTE would conduct examination twice a year in January and July
every year and carry out all examination activities like conduct all
the examinations, declaration of final results and awarding of
diploma certificate to students as per the examination rules of the
board.

Exam schedule would be prepared by PSBTE. Important dates in
exam schedule like last date for submission of examination form and
date sheet shall be prepared by PSBTE.

Papers shall be set by empanelled paper setters as per guidelines of
the PSBTE.

Printing of question paper etc. will be done by PSBTE.

All the material required for the exam like question paper, answer
sheets, attendance sheets are bundled centre wise & will be sent to
exam centers one day before the conduct of exams.

PSBTE will depute centre superintendent, Deputy Superintendent as
per the board norms.

PSBTE will issues guideline to centre superintendent to conduct
examination as per board guidelines /examination rules.

Checking of answer sheets & declaration of results shall be done by
PSBTE.

3.4 Introduction of new course

Courses as deemed fit, as per the market requirements and technological
advancements, will be introduced after mutual understanding and
deliberations

Duration

This MoU is not to be for a specific period, but will come to an end by exclusive
termination by either party by giving three months notice. Both the parties will
meet their responsibilities towards already enrolled / registered students after the
termination of MoU.

Termination

This MOU will terminate upon written notice by either party. The notice of
termination should be issued at least 90 days before the intended date of
termination unless extended, If at any time any party wishes to withdraw from
further evaluations and discussions in connection with the subject matter of this
MOU and terminate this MOU, it may do so with or without cause and without
liability by giving the other party with written notice of its intention to withdraw
from further evaluation and discussions. Both the parties will meet their
responsibilities towards already enrolled / registered students after the
termination of MoU. All discussions, proposals, term sheets, draft agreements and
other similar materials will be null and void if evaluations and discussions are
terminated.

Limitation of Liability

Except for a breach of Articles 3, any claim in any way related to the subject
matter of this MOU, the aggrieved party shall not be entitled to recover any actual
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and direct damages unless and until a definite agreement to that effect is signed.
This will apply regardless of the form of action i.e. whether in contract or in tart,
including negligence. This limitation will not apply to claims for bodily injury or
damage to real property or tangible personal property for which a party is legally
liable. In no event either party will be liable for any profit, loss savings, loss
incidental damages, or other economic consequential damages, even if there is the
possibility of such damages. In addition, neither party will be liable for any
damages claimed by the other party based on any third party claim.

Publicity

PUNJAB INFOTECH will carry out the publicity of New course(s) offered under this
MOU. PSBTE agrees for the use of trademarks, trade names, services marks or other
proprietary marks of the other party to this MOU in any advertising, press releases,
publicity matters, or other promotional materials.

Governing Law

This Memorandum of Understanding shall be governed by and construed in
accordance with the laws of India, without regard less of any conflict of laws.

Arbitration

Any dispute arising out of or in relation to the terms and conditions of the instant
Memorandum of Understanding, shall, at the first instance, be resolved amicably
by negotiation. If the negotiation fails then the same shall be resolved by
arbitration in accordance with the provisions of Arbitration and conciliation Act,
1996. The Arbitrator shall be Principal Secretary Technical Education & Industrial
training, Govt. of Punjab. The venue for the arbitration shall be Chandigarh and
the language of arbitration shall be English. It is expressly agreed between the
parties hereto that all disputes, whatsoever, in relation to or arising out of the
present Memorandum of Understanding shall be subject to the exclusive
jurisdiction of the Courts at Chandigarh only.

Non- Exclusivity

The MOU and the enclosures do not create an exclusive relationship between the
parties. Each of the parties has a right to enter into similar agreement with other
parties in such a way that it does not harm the interest of the parties to this MOU

in any manner.
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General

It is understood that this MOU does not purport to cover all aspects of this business
relationship.

This MOU supersedes all prior proposals and discussions on this subject and is the
complete and exclusive statement of the agreement between the parties. This
MOU cannot be modified except by a written agreement signed by the authorized
representative of each of the PUNJAB INFOTECH and PSBTE. Any amendment of
this MOU by reliable means will be considered an original of this document.

Notwithstanding anything contained in this Memorandum of Understanding either
party shall not be responsible to any person, whosoever that may be, for any act of
omission or commission or negligence, deficiency of service, etc. on the part of the
other party to such person in any manner, whatsoever. Any dispute between such
person and either party shall be the sole responsibility of that party.
